This was the Þrst photo ever taken of me Ð it was taken 
when I was four and I was submitted to an orphanage in 
Manila, the Philippines. I donÕt know what happened to my 
parents, I just have very vague memories of waking up at 
home one day and them not being there. I walked out into 
the street to look for them, and a taxi driver found me and 
took me to the orphanage. My clearest memory after that 
is when my Australian parents came to adopt me, about 18 
months later. They gave me my Þrst teddy bear. I called it 
Nicobear after my best friend at the orphanage.

I grew up in Melbourne and I always loved dancing. I was 
fascinated by Michael Jackson, and when I was 12 I moon-
walked in a school production and everyone went crazy Ð it 
was after that I told Mum, Òwhoah, I want to get into dance 
lessonsÓ. I did jazz and ballet and later I discovered hip-hop.

Being in the Þrst series of So You Think You Can Dance 
Australia was a huge growth experience for me. To be a 
successful choreographer I needed to learn more about 
being a dancer. IÕve taught hip-hop all around Australia 
and the States and IÕm Þnding 
that thereÕs a real culture 
developing in Brisbane. The 
city has amazing dancers, 
they understand musicality 
and movement and they 
interpret dance rather than 
just learning. Brisbane is a 
place I love teaching in.
